Training Facility Update  
CQB and MOUT Structures Under Construction  

The installation of CQB walls inside GTI's ISOFAC facility in Denmark, South Carolina 
is underway. These CQB structures will be utilized by military and law enforcement 
professionals working on Close Quarters Battle, Urban Movement, Direct Action and 
Hostage Rescue skills. The CQB wall configurations include window ports and doors 
that can accommodate mechanical, ballistic, exothermic and explosive breaching.   

 
Set inside the 200,000 sq. ft. ISOFAC center, GTI can control lighting and climate and 
organizations can train completely discreetly.  GTI currently has approximately 100,000 
sq. ft. worth of portable CQB walls that accommodate all forms of training munitions. 
Additional walls and structures will be constructed throughout the year. GTI is currently 
working with other entities to allow the ability for the surface of the walls to be 
reconfigured rapidly to change the appearance and texture so the same space can be 
utilized to replicate structures from various regions around the globe.

GTI Facility to Host Real-World Military Scenarios  

AUGUSTA, GEORGIA -- GTI and Medical College of Georgia 
(MCG) have announced a teaming agreement designed to 
advance operational medicine competencies and expand tactical 
medical training deliverables. 

  

The agreement offers GTI's South Carolina facilities to the 
Medical College of Georgia (MCG) and helps GTI expand current military and law 
enforcement training offerings.
